Kolonija umjetničke keramike pod nazivom „Glagoljica iskazana glinom“ zamišljena je da umjetnici  u 
trodnevnom druženju stvaraju inspirirani starim hrvatskim pismom glagoljicom (oblom ili uglatom) 
njegujući tako kulturnu baštinu.

Nadamo se da će se ova manifestacija, kolonija umjetničke keramike „Glagolica iskazana glinom“ i dalje na-
staviti te tako kulturno obogatiti ovaj kraj.

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GLAGOLITIC SCRIPT EXPRESSED IN CLAY

The ceramic art colony Glagolitic Script Expressed in Clay was conceptualized as a three-day event in 
which ceramic artists get together to work and draw their inspiration from the glagolitic script (round 
or angular) and the local cultural inheritance. Twenty-five artists participated in the first five colonies 

thus creating an already rich ceramic art collection. The participants of the first ceramic colony were Cro-
atian artists and ceramists, but in its second year the manifestation became an international event. The 
foreign participants came from Serbia, Austria, Slovenia, Lithuania and Italy. The year 2020 brought new 
challenges and due to the worldwide lockdown the participants were once again solely Croatian authors. 
The ceramists bring the bisqueware which is then fired in a traditional Japanese raku technique.

Hopefully, this manifestation, the ceramic art colony Glagolitic Script Expressed in Clay, will continue to gather 
artists and culturally enrich this region in years to come.

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Pet godina kolonije umjetničke keramike u Ronjgima 

Od samog početka ljudske civilizacije keramika se koristila, obrađivala i prilagođavala potrebama čo-
vjeka te je njezina upotreba karakterizirala vidljivi stupanj razvoja. Danas ona postaje sve zastuplje-
nija u umjetnosti. Taj podatni materijal dobiva suvremene konotacije i slobodu implementacije u 

kvalitetnim i smjelijim ostvarenjima današnjih autora.  Stoga umjetnici, keramičari u njezinoj obradi koriste 
mnoga tradicionalna znanja, istražuju i oživljavaju zaboravljena iskustva, osmišljavaju i mijenjaju klasičan 
pristup u interakcijama sa drugim materijalima i tehnologijama.  Osnovu nadograđuju unoseći trenutak 
sadašnjosti u drevno stečena umijeća.  

Kolonija umjetničke keramike u Ronjgima dobar je primjer takvog rada. Okupljajući svjetski poznate kerami-
čare, ali i pružajući priliku mladima na početku svog profesionalnog puta, vrstan umjetnik, inicijator i voditelj 
projekta Boris Roce, nametnuo je  visoke standarde djelovanja. Sam polazni impuls likovne kolonije je glago-
ljica, odnosno tradicija i baština kojom odiše naš kraj. Razrada motiva rezultirala je bogatstvom likovnih izraza, 
a različitost pristupa izrodila je bogatstvo osobnosti. Kroz pet godina okupljana nastalo je mnogo iznimnih 
umjetničkih uradaka, radova u kojima je primjetan motiv slova, ali i razrađena koncepcijska sveobuhvatnost 
energije podneblja. Spoj suvremenosti i povijesti, sinergije različitosti umjetnika dovelo je do slojevitih krea-
cija: od predmeta upotrebne vrijednosti, realizma i apstrakcije do samih konceptualno osmišljenih pomaka 
u duhu novih, inovativnih kretanja. Motivu se pristupalo uvažavajući kompleksnost vrijednosti te zadiranjem 
u lingvističku, grafičku, etnološku, antropološku  i semiotičku odliku pisma, kao i samog krajolika objedinje-
nog u vizualnom jedinstvu trenutka vremena, spoju koji nas je na mnogo načina definirao i odredio. U svim 
skulpturama dominantna je energija koja zrači, snaga koja proizlazi iz tradicije spojene s otvorenošću prema 
kreativnom stvaranju i suvremenim tokovima umjetnosti. 
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U vrlo bazičnim uvjetima otvorenog atelijera ispred rodne kuće Ivana Matetića Ronjgova umjetnici su po-
kazali svoju profesionalnost i vještinu, utkavši slova unutar strukture, naznačujući njihovu ljepotu, snagu i 
jednostavnost naglašeno ili decentno u tragovima. Prepuštajući materijale visokim temperaturama kroz vje-
štinu iznenadnog i brzog djelovanja zraka i vode nastali su objekti, skulpture… puni, svježi, kvalitetne i cje-
lovite vizualnosti. Iako nastali u svega par dana objedinili su cjelokupno znanje i kreacije autora koji su svoje 
umijeće razvijali i nadograđivali godinama te i ovdje potvrdili svoj talent koji daje onaj neizostavni umjetnički 
začin djelu koje nastaje.

Poetičnost i glazba objedinjavaju otkrivajući istinu o jednostavnosti jer iz osnovnih i skromnih elemenata 
izranja raskoš vidljivog traga ruku. Naglašavajući smislen sistem esencijalnosti razmišljanja i koristeći naj-
jednostavnije mogućnosti materijala – gline nastali su radovi u rasponu od dvodimenzionalnog karaktera, 
reljefa, samostalnih prostornih skulptura, instalacija ili novih dimenzija slobode putem multimedije. Iako na-
izgled kreirani u igri i zanosu, u spontanom pokretu kreacije svi su vrlo promišljeni te propituju likovno djelo i 
vode nas da sagledamo cjelovitost prostora koji ga je u biti i nadahnuo. Ispitujući i problematizirajući odnose, 
djela su rezultat stalnih  promjena i dinamike, jer ništa nije konačno već se mijenja ovisno od dodira, pokreta 
ili svjetla. Glagoljica nas je, stoga, i ovaj puta iznenadila pokazujući da to nisu samo stabilni i definirani oblici, 
već inspirativni znakovi utkani u pore kraja, forme koje se mogu mijenjati, odnosno transformirati u nebroje-
nim  oblicima i značenjima. Njezina važnost i znakovitost involvirana u umjetnost današnjice pokazuje svoj 
autentičan i jak karakter kroz koji nas uči o važnom i neizostavnom dijelu prošlosti. On je temelj na čijem 
iskustvu krećemo dalje i kojeg kao takvog moramo očuvati.

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Five years of Ronjgi Art Colony (5th Anniversary)

From the very beginnings of human civilization, ceramics have been used, processed and adapted to 
human needs, and its use has characterized a visible stage of development. Today it is becoming more 
and more represented in art. This pliable material acquires contemporary connotations and freedom of 

implementation in quality and bolder achievements of today’s authors. Therefore, artists, ceramists use a lot 
of traditional knowledge in its processing, research and revive forgotten experiences, design and change the 
classical approach in interactions with other materials and technologies. They upgrade the base by introdu-
cing the moment of the present into the ancient acquired arts.

The colony in Ronjgi is a good example of such work. Gathering world-famous ceramists, but also providing 
an opportunity for young people at the beginning of their professional career, the excellent artist initiator 
and project leader Boris Roce, imposed high standards of action. The very initial impulse of the art colony is 
the Glagolitic alphabet, that is, the tradition and heritage that this region exudes. The elaboration of motifs 
resulted in a wealth of artistic expressions, and a diversity of approaches spawned a wealth of personality. 
Throughout five years of gathering, many exceptional works of art have been created, works in which the 
motif of the letter is noticeable, but also the conceptual comprehensiveness of the energy of the place has 
been elaborated. The combination of modernity and history, the synergy of the authors’ diversity has led to 
layered creations: from objects of use value, realism and abstraction to the very conceptually designed shifts 
in the spirit of new, innovative movements.

The motif was approached by respecting the complexity of values and delving into the linguistic, graphic, 
ethnological, anthropological and semiotic features of writing, as well as the landscape itself united in the 
visual unity of moment, time, connection that defined and determined us in many ways. In all the sculptu-
res, the radiant energy is dominant, a strength that stems from a tradition combined with an openness to 
creative creation and contemporary art trends.
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In the very basic conditions of the open studio in front of the birthplace of Ivan Matetić Ronjgov, the ar-
tists showed their professionalism and skill. By weaving letters within the structure, indicating their beauty, 
strength and simplicity accentuated or in a refined way in traces. Leaving the materials to high temperatures 
through the skill of sudden and rapid action of air and water, objects, sculptures ... full, fresh, high quality and 
complete visuality were created. Although created in just a few days, they combined the entire knowledge 
and creations of authors who have developed and upgraded their skills over the years, and here also confir-
med their talent that gives that indispensable artistic spice to the work that is being created.

Poetics and music unite by revealing the truth of simplicity because from the basic and modest elements 
emerges the splendor of a visible handprint. Emphasizing a meaningful system of essential thinking and 
using the simplest possibilities of materials - clay, works were created ranging from two-dimensional chara-
cter, relief, independent spatial sculptures, installations or new dimensions of freedom through multimedia. 
Although seemingly created in play and ecstasy, in the spontaneous movement of the hand they are all very 
thoughtful and question the work of art and lead us to see the integrity of the space that essentially inspired 
it. Examining and problematizing relationships, works are the result of constant change and dynamics, be-
cause nothing is final, though it changes depending on touch, movement or light. The Glagolitic alphabet, 
therefore, surprised us again by showing that these are not only stable and defined forms, but inspiring 
signs woven into the pores of the region, forms that can be changed or transformed into countless forms 
and meanings.

Its importance and significance involved in the art of today shows its authentic and strong character throu-
gh which it teaches us about an important and indispensable part of the past. It is the foundation on whose 
experience we move forward and which, as such, we must preserve.

Mathias Mark Sanderson, born in Ljubljana in 1979, started working in ceramics at the age of 16. The earth - clay, pro-
ved to be a material that could be molded into thousands of shapes. He is self-taught. With clay he makes anything 
from commercial products to art pieces. He mostly works in reliefs, he sees the plates as time records. The work in clay 
was subsequently followed by work in porcelain. The glistening effect of porcelain carries the spectrum of colours, 
although appearing white; it is the fascination with pure soil. He experiments with glass fusion, the material which 
plays with rainbow colours. Lately he experiments with glazes, especially crystal glazes that create crystals during the 

cooling period.

He sees his future in glaze painting and reliefs.
