Meditating in the chaos and labyrinth of life
Prof. Dr. Fred Dervin, University of Helsinki, Finland

“I paint things that move forward and backward  
in the space of the painting. I try to find the spaces 
and surfaces that are as coherent as possible  
in order to experience calm and silence of a possible 
harmonious unity...”
“I start from the chaos of the canvas and of myself  
and I move towards order.”

The artist zooms in for us in the nooks and crannies  
of the labyrinth of life. We do not really know that  
we are in a labyrinth because each art work only 
reveals a tiny corner of the complexity of our 
existence. Aron does not show us the labyrinth from 
above, in its entirety, but in detail by offering moments 
of chaos, confusion, wandering but also tranquillity 
and meditation. Each painting also represents a kind 
of parenthesis in the labyrinth of life.  
Aron asks us to take a break, to observe the paths 
around us. He projects us forward while reminding  
us of the influence of the past and (perhaps) of what 
is coming.  
The labyrinth has no beginning, no end – only one 
entrance: existence. Aron shows us walls, corridors, 
doors, nooks and crannies... But no way out.  
We remain in the labyrinth. The labyrinth is within us, 
between us and between the world and us.
